Cesarean sections are sometimes necessary to ensure the health of the 
mother or baby. Doctors make all attempts to plan for the procedure 
in advance. At times, the decision must be made during labor. 

Packages include
• Surgical prep 
• Operating room 
• Post-surgical care 
• Most maternal and newborn labs 
• Most well newborn medication 
• Maternal and newborn post-care 
• Most cesarean section labs 
• Most maternal medication (excluding antibiotics) 
• Most maternal and nursery supplies 
• Most narcotic pain control medication 
• Epidural anesthesia supplies
• Newborn Algo hearing test 

Three-night cesarean package  
Hospital stay post-delivery includes three overnight stays. 
Cost: $11,027.27 

Four-night cesarean package  
Hospital stay post-delivery includes four overnight stays. 
Cost: $12,302.75
